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Widely acknowledged today as the foremost interpreter of
the Indore Gharana in Hindustani music, Pandit Amarnath
was first trained under the guidance of professor B.N. Datta
at Lahore. Later he became disciple of the celebrated Ustad
Amir Khan,

Critically acclaimed as a musician’s musician, Pandit Amar-
nath has performed widely, both in India and abroad
(France, USA and Canada).

Panditji has also composed music for the theatre, the films
(both feature and documentary) and the television as well.

Pandit Amarnath has contributed over 200 original khyal
compositions to the gharana repertoire, chiefly the results
of his personal involvement with the literary aspects of
musical poetry. He has thought out many new raga
compounds and adapted several Carnatic Ragas into the
Indore style as well. These now form an integral part of the
teaching of the Indore Gharana.

Teaching since 1957 (firstly as Head of the Vocal Music
Department at Triveni Kala Sangam, Delhi and then as
Guru, Hindustani Classical Music, at Shriram Bharatiya

Kala Kendra) several performing artistes have been trained
under him.

Pandit Amarnath has just completed “The Language of
Hindustani Music”, an alphabetically arranged volume of
words, terms, proverbs and sayings which constitute the
vocabulary of the oral (Hindustani Music) tradition to be
published soon.

As a token of recognition of his outstanding contribution,
in the field of Hindustani Classical Music, Sahitya Kala
Parishad feels proud in honouring Pandit Amarnath.
